A. Applicants must meet one of the following criteria:

(1) Have graduated from a domestic high school or

combined junior/senior high school.

(2) Have completed at least 12 years of formal education

before entering Hosei University.

(3) Are deemed to have academic ability equal to or better than
those who graduated from high school as stipulated in Article

150 of the Ordinance for Enforcement of the School Education Act.
(4) Have graduated, or are expected to graduate before

September 2013, from an overseas high school or international

high school in Japan.

B. Applicants must meet one of the following minimum
English language proficiency requirements:

(1) TOEFL® iBT 76 (PBT 540)

(2) IELTS (Academic Module) band 6.0

(3) TOEIC® 820 (Only an official score issued in Japan is
acceptable.)

(4) STEP (Eiken) Grade 1 or Pre-1

(1) Certification of high school graduation and official
transcripts in English or Japanese

(2) A certified transcript from each institution attended abroad
(in the event that the applicant received any part of his/her
high school education overseas

(3) Certified results of a university entrance qualification test, if
the applicant completed his/her high school education abroad:
SAT or ACT (USA), GCE A-Level (UK), HSC (NSW, Australia),
NCEA (NZ), IB (worldwide). Certified results from a
standardized test other than those listed may be acceptable.

(4) A letter of recommendation, in English or Japanese, from a
homeroom or full time teacher of Japanese/English/social studies
of the school from which the applicant graduated. Letters from
tutors or cram/language school instructors will not be accepted.
(5) Proof of English language proficiency. (Multiple test results
may be submitted.)

Note that results from TOEFL®, IELTS and TOEIC® must be
from tests taken no more than two years prior to the application
deadline. The official score for TOEFL® must be delivered
directly to GIS from the testing institution. Hosei University's
Code for TOEFL® is 0407. Official scores for other tests may be
mailed or submitted in person with the application and other
required documents.

(6) An essay handwritten in Japanese (within 2,000 characters)
giving the applicant’s reasons for wanting to enroll in GIS

(7) A summary in English of the above essay (1,000 words)
