VI TERM OF STUDY
(1) Master’s Course
The study is usually completed in 2 years and no more than 4 years.
However, in exceptional cases, the study may be completed at least in 1 year by excellent students.
(2) Doctoral Course
The study is usually completed in 3 years and no more than 6 years.
However, in exceptional cases, the study may be completed at least 1 year by students who took more

than 2 years to complete the master’s course; and at least 2 years by students who completed the
master’s course by 1 year.

Vi OTHER ITEMS

(1) Short - term visa for taking the entrance examination.
Applicants who have successfully passed the first screening should obtain short-term visa to take the
written and oral examination. Refer to the following website (Ministry of foreign affairs of Japan):

(2) Housing of study period.
Hosei University does not have any dormitories for international students. Therefore you need to
implement your own accommodation arrangements after receiving “Admission Acceptance” from
Hosei University. You can reach some agencies by yourself after / prior to your arrival and contract at
your own responsibility. Be aware that Hosei University has no involvement in these agreements.

(3) Health checkups and health insurance (in case of illness) during study at the university.
Students are allowed to go to the University clinic for medical examinations and consultation about
physical problems.
As for the health insurance, students can become members of “National Health Insurance”.
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(4) Scholarships available for foreign students. (As for the academic year 2016)
*k Hosei University Scholarship
For limited number of students, benefit is 200,000 JPY annually.
*k Hosei University 100th Year Anniversary Scholarship
For limited number of students, benefit is 450,000 JPY annually.
* Other scholarships and grants are provided for foreign students by public organizations and
private foundations, however, the number of beneficiaries is quite limited.
(Notes) The above scholarships are applicable only after admission, therefore most of
international students need to be well-prepared financially at least for the first year in school.
(5) Japanese - language education after enrollment.
Foreign graduate students who desire to study Japanese are allowed to audit Japanese courses in
Ichigaya Campus for foreign students offered by the Faculty.
Note that these Japanese courses are not included in the required subjects for your course
completion.Application for auditing these Japanese courses should be made at the Academic Affairs
Section, Graduate School of Science and Engineering, Hosei University.

IX SPECIAL GRADUATE STUDENTS
The Graduate School has a program for special students not aiming towards the acquisition of degrees.
Personal applications can be made for the following categories.

(1) Auditors: Persons who are qualified for entrance in graduate school and plan to audit graduate courses.

(2) Non-degree students (master level): Persons who are qualified for entrance in graduate school and plan
to receive instruction in research on a specific subject under a professor in the Graduate School.

(3) Non-degree students (doctoral level): Persons who hold a Master’s degree and plan to receive instruction
in research under a professor in the Graduate School.
