7. TERM OF STUDY
(1) Master’s Course

The term of study in the master’s course is normally two years and it should be no more than four years.
Exceptional excellent students, however, may complete the study in one year at the earliest.

(2) Doctoral Course

The term of study in the doctoral course is normally three years and it should be no more than six years.
Exceptionally excellent students, however, may complete the study in one year at the earliest if they have
completed the master’s course in two or more years. If they have completed the master’s course in one year,
they need to be enrolled in the doctoral course at least 2 years.

9. SPECIAL GRADUATE STUDENTS

The Graduate School has a non-degree program for special graduate students. Individuals can apply to the three

types as follows:

(1) Non-degree students: Students who are eligible to study in graduate school and plan to eamn credits in the
Graduate School.

(2) Trainees: Students who are eligible to study in graduate school and plan to receive instruction in research on a
specific subject from a professor in the Graduate School.

(3) Research students: Master’s degree holders who plan to receive instruction in research from a professor in the
Graduate School.

Inquiries about this special graduate student program should be made to the Office of Graduate School of
Engineering and Design.

Due to the improvements in social infrastructure that have occurred in recent years, the skills of engineers required by
our society have changed significantly in the fields related to construction. It has become the goal of these engineers to
address muiltilateral issues such as conserving the global environment, developing urban areas co-existent with the
natural environment and eco-system, building a recycling society and so on.

Therefore, our main aim is to develop students capable of designing cities that are suitable for this new era with a broad
perspective and sensibility based on a "holistic design principle,”" which is our educational philosophy, and beyond the
framework of more traditional "product manufacturing".

In order to achieve this, we have created a balanced curriculum to nurture highly skilled engineers and researchers,
focused on the following three fields of “Urban Planning”, “Environmental System” and “Facilities Design”’ to develop
the skills of students to resolve problems from a wider perspective.

1. We accept a variety of students through different admission systems according to their previous courses in the
Master’s Program. * “3-year Career Course” is for students who graduated from departments/faculties of Humanities
and Social Sciences.

2. The classes for our three main fields of “Urban Planning”, “Environmental Systems” and “Facilities Design” are
well-balanced covering basic to advanced levels.

3. We provide classes to offer students the opportunity to learn a foreign language to help work internationally. We also
provides classes focusing on urban environmental design concepts.

4. Studio courses allow students to apply their expertise in practical applications such as social activities, design and
production.

m FAQ

Q. I obtained notarization from a notary public’s office in Japan. Can I use it as an application document?

A Notarization from a notary public’s office in Japan cannot be used, as it does not certify the content of translations.

Q. | had a translation agency or a Japanese language school translate my certificate. Can | use this translation as an application
document?

A. The translation cannot be used by itself. It is also necessary to submit notarization from a public institution such as the embassy or a
notary office.

Q. Does the certificate of degree (or expected degree) need to state the “type of course” and “type of degree” (XX degree, etc.)?

A. The type of course (bachelor's / master's / doctoral / professional, etc.) must be stated, but a description of the type of degree (XX
degree, etc.) is optional.
