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Handling of infectious diseases as stipulated in the School
Health and Safety Act

1. Introduction
The School Health and Safety Act prohibits the classroom attendance of
students if they are infected with “infectious diseases that should be prevented in
schools.” In order to prevent the spread of infection, students should not go to
school, but instead seek medical care and stay at home (as directed by their
doctor) until they have recovered.

Specifically, please take the following actions.

*"Close contacts” and “suspected cases” are not eligible for consideration.

2. If infected with Covid-19 or Influenza

From Monday, May 8, 2023, the novel coronavirus (hereinafter referred to as
“COVID-19") has been classified as a Class 5 disease under the Infectious
Diseases Act. However, it still falls under “infectious diseases that should be
prevented at school” under the School Health and Safety Act. The same is also
true for influenza.

If you are infected with COVID-19 or Influenza, your attendance at class will be
suspended. Please read the instructions below carefully and take the required

actions.

@ If you have symptoms that seem to be COVID-19 or Influenza, please visit a
medical institution or use an antigen test kit (must be approved by the Ministry
of Health, Labour and Welfare ) to confirm whether or not you are infected.

@ Please obtain a “medical certificate (with the date of onset)” issued by a
medical institution or keep a photo of the “positive antigen test kit” (write the
test date and your name on the test kit) with your student ID card and the

package.

(The period of suspension of attendance will not be determined until after
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your symptoms have improved or you have recovered, so please enter the

information in the Goosgle Form after symptoms have lessened.)

COVID-19: "5 days from the day following onset” and ” 1 day your symptoms
became less severe”

Influenza: "5 days from the day following onset” and “2 days after the day your

fever has gone down”

@ After confirming your application, the Faculty office will send you a “Request
for Consideration” form. It will be sent to your Hosei Gmail address, so please

check your account regularly.

® Once received the “Reguest for Consideration” form, please submit it to each
instructor on your own. Please follow the instructions on how to contact the

instructors from your Faculty office.

® Even if you have received the consideration, you must apply for make-up
examinations separately from @ in case you need consideration for the face-
to-face final exams.
Regarding the details on application of make-up examinations, the office will

notice you at the end of the semester.

3. If someone close to you, such as your family, has been infected with the Covid-
19
From May 8, 2023, the definition of “being a close contact” with people infected
with COVID-19 has been removed.
However, please take the following measures and considerations for others to

avoid the spread of infection.

» Take care of your physical condition.

» Wear a mask for a certain period (7-days is a standard).

4, If NOT infected with Covid-19 or Influenza even though you have some
symptoms
Although you are not eligible to “request for consideration™ , please continue
to take care of your health first.
In addition, taking into account that the test result could be a false-negative,
please take precautions to prevent the spread of infection by wearing a mask for

a certain period.



5. Cases of contracting other infectious diseases
Please take the following actions in the case of the “Infectious Diseases to Prevent

at School (click here *Japanese only)” other than Covid19 OR Influenza.

MDPlease visit a medical institution and get a diagnosis
If you have the corresponding infectious disease, please recuperate until it is healed.
The guidelines for medical treatment are also listed in “Infectious Diseases to Prevent at

School (click here *Japanese only)” but please follow the doctor’s instructions.

@ After you have recovered, please visit a medical institution again and have a medical
certificate issued that states the “period of illness” and that “school attendance is

possible”.

@ If you are diagnosed as being able to attend classes, please fill out the designated
Google form* promptly. (3%).
