1 You can search by Title, Author, Free word, etc. using the Local Database.
2 Check the “Location” by the details.

3 Take notes of “Location” and “Call No.”
4 Search a bookshelf.

Application Form.

2. Multiple copies of the same material are prohibited.
3. Copying of an article in the latest issue of a periodical is prohibited.

4. The purpose of any copying has to be limited to research and studies.
5. Re-copying and distribution are prohibited.
