1) Tt is strongly recommended that students planning to take a Health and Physical Education Field Class undergo the
health examination.

2) “Medical checkup contents” should be taken in the grade on the day of the examination.

3) Anyone not undergoing the 2024 health examination at the university or missing any of its contents will not be issued
the “health certificate” that may be necessary for job hunting, participation in practical training, and other procedures.

4) For the chest X-ray, wear clothes that you can easily change( > one-piece dress is unsuitable) and underwear without

buttons or metal parts.
Remove any necklaces and magnetic therapy devices and tie up hair away from the back.

5) Please turn off your cellular phones or set them to silent during the checkup at the site.
6) No locker facilities are available; you must take responsibility for your own belongings. Don’t bring any valuables.
