In addition to the certificates from your graduation department, please also submit the “academic transcript”, “certificate of
completion (or expected completion)”, and “certificate of master's degree (or expected degree)” (for completion of foreign graduate
schools only) from the graduate school you completed. And if you have completed multiple graduate schools, then please state
them all in the academic background column of the application form and submit the certificates from each one.

Please check the CDGDC and CHSI websites for full details. It will take time to issue the documents so leave plenty of time to spare.

Q. I obtained notarization from a notary public’s office in Japan. Can I use it as an application document?

A. Notarization from a notary public’s office in Japan cannot be used, as it does not certify the content of translations.

Q. I had a translation agency or a Japanese language school translate my certificate. Can | use this translation as an application
document?

A. The translation cannot be used by itself. It is also necessary to submit notarization from a public institution such as the embassy or a
notary office.

Q. Does the certificate of degree (or expected degree) need to state the “type of course” and “type of degree” (XX degree, etc.)?

A. The type of course (bachelor's / master's / doctoral / professional, etc.) must be stated, but a description of the type of degree (XX
degree, etc.) is optional.
